ACT course outline

Overview:

[bookmark: _GoBack]      This book presents the topics that can be covered on the test. Students need to make sure they are familiar with all these topics, but understand these books do not teach them the knowledge they need. This is gained from their regular schooling. This books shows the unusual way the test presents these topics in order to make them appear more difficult than they truly are. What makes this course important is that it familiarizes student with the structure and style of the test so they are not surprised or confused when they take the real test. Additionally it trains the students to have both an overall strategy for the test as well as one for each section. Emphasis should be placed on getting students to build their personal strategy for the test and understand the structure of the test and the techniques they can use to make an unfamiliar testing style more familiar. Use the sections of the practice tests to get the students to develop their strategies and become proficient using the techniques presented to them in the book.

Day 1

· Introduction – discuss the structure of the test and planning a strategy for the test
· Complete the English section. Have the students do all the drills
· End the class by having them do the English section of the 1st practice test. Make them do it for time, then go through the whole section with the students

Day 2

· Start the Math section. Should be able to get to coordinate geometry. Pgs 94-200. 
· Finish class by having students do math section in 1st practice test. Time them for 60 mins. If there is time go through the section, otherwise have the students check their answers at home.

Day 3

· Finish Math – coordinate geometry, trigonometry and advanced math
· Revisit English section – summarize the main concepts and have them do the English section from the 2nd practice test. Time them for 45 mins then go through all the questions.
· Start the reading section

Day 4

· Finish the reading section. Have the students do all the drills.
· Have the students do the Math section of the 2nd practice test for time. Recap the strategy of skipping questions to get to as many questions as possible, “plugging in numbers” and PITA (plugging in answer choices). Go through all the questions
· Any remaining time start the Science section

Day 5

· Have the students take the Reading section of the 1st practice test and time them. Recap the strategy for the students to reinforce how they should approach the practice section. Go through the answers.
· Finish the Science section. Have the students do all the drills
· Have the students take the science section on practice exam 1 for time. Go through all the questions with the students.
· Go through the Writing section
